2. I can take turns in simple 
games with an adult.  I show 

understanding of “wait”. 

3.  I can listen to simple instructions when you use my name first. 

4. I can listen to important words 
and instructions in a game e.g. easy 
Simon says.  I can check I heard you 

right e.g. ask you to say it again. 

5. I can listen to stories and songs 
and remember the order of words. 

I notice when you miss bits out. 

6.  I can stop what I am doing, listen and follow simple instructions*.
